The Revelation of Jesus Christ 
“But on that day I will set apart the land of 

Goshen, where my people dwell, so that no 
swarms of flies shall be there, that you may 
know that I am the LORD in the midst of the 
earth. 23Thus I will put a division between 
my people and your people. Tomorrow this 

sign shall happen.”

The Revelation of Jesus Christ 
But the LORD will make a distinction between 

the livestock of Israel and the livestock of Egypt, 
so that nothing of all that belongs to the people 

of Israel shall die. 5And the LORD set a time, 
saying, “Tomorrow the LORD will do this thing in 
the land.” 6And the next day the LORD did this 

thing. All the livestock of the Egyptians died, but 
not one of the livestock of the people of Israel 

died.”

The Revelation of Jesus Christ

beast, that you may know that the LORD makes a 
distinction between Egypt and Israel.”
